In this case, the section is attached to the gland plates. Thus, when fitting the mounting plate in the preferred installation position, the cables can be routed directly to a cable clamp rail without the need for large bending radii. The cable entry and the mounting plate are thus perfectly coordinated, and everything sits in its proper position.
Alongside the foam sections, Rittal accessories also enable cable entry grommets to be used that are attached to a cable entry plate. Different sizes of cable entry sections ensure that the most diverse cable diameters are perfectly sealed (Fig. 2).
