The protection of people working on electrical switchgear is extremely important when planning switchgear installations. This protection can often only be achieved through tested and standardised structures. In addition, the units must also tailored to individual needs and be simple and quick to make.  Rittal is showing that this is possible with only one system, the busbar system “Ri4Power 185mm” and the new (Version 6.3) of the Rittal Power Engineering software.

Juli 2015 – Energy distribution in industrial plants and buildings often depends on their subsequent use, and therefore requires an individual configuration with different outlet circuits. Later adaptation through expansion or conversion will always be possible. In the process, specific energy distribution for the user concerned must always be safe and comply with the statutory requirements. The new “Ri4Power 185mm” busbar system is an ideal solution here.
It is a modular system that consists of standardised and tested products and meets the requirements of IEC 61 439 for low-voltage switchgear assemblies with design verification. Its construction is one of its strong points. The complete structure is modular and easy to assemble, as it is ideally adapted to the Rittal TS 8 bayed enclosure. In addition, the contact hazard protection of the busbar system, which protects the user from touching electrically live parts, is also mounted before the switching and protective devices are attached. This saves a great deal of time and money, since standardised products are used and the individual and time-consuming preparation of cover plates is no longer necessary. 
Configuring moulded-case circuit-breakers with adaptors or NH fused-switch disconnectors is simple because the devices are used in the frame of the cover and make contact with the busbars through the cover. Subsequent retrofitting or extension is also possible without having to adjust the contact hazard protection later on.
To make this easier during planning and configuration, Rittal Power Engineering has been extended by adding another program module for the “Ri4Power 185mm” in its latest version (6.3). The enclosure panels are selected according to the requirements and fitted with the appropriate equipment. The parts lists and drawings are automatically generated in the background, depicting the subsequent construction as early as at the quotation phase. After configuration has been completed, the necessary design verification can be automatically generated for each switchgear unit.
