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Installing cables easily
If cables can be easily installed in the enclosure in an EMC-compatible way, and if strain relief can be provided at the same time, this will save an enormous amount of time during electrical installation work. This is particularly true if it can be achieved with a single component such as the Rittal cable clamp rail for EMC shielding bracket with strain relief. It helps to reduce the complexity of the electrical interior design of enclosures.
Herborn, 23 August 2016 – Fitting cables with different diameters in enclosures and installing them safely are complex matters and often very time-consuming. There are two imperatives: effective strain relief on the one hand, which protects a cable connection to a connection point from mechanical burdens, and very often electromagnetic compatibility (EMC) on the other hand. EMC-compatibility in this respect means that shielded cables must form a contact to the enclosure and to the mounting plate close to their point of entry. Because of this contact, interference currents that result from fast-switching processes in devices (such as frequency converters) are then diverted to their very source in the system by using a potential equalisation.
All these requirements can now be implemented easily and quickly with the Rittal cable clamp rails for EMC shielding brackets with strain relief, starting from the embedded C-section structure that allows flexible positioning of the cable clamps and therefore high packing densities, through the flexible and easy attachment of the EMC shielding bracket, to the simple cable attachment to T-heads with cable ties. The mounting brackets (among the goods supplied) ensure flexible positioning and a conductive connection on the enclosure section or mounting plate.
